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The next trip was a real humdinger. I flew to Thunder Bay to look at Kodiak Exploration’s 
(KXL.V) monster gold play in the Geraldton-Beardmore greenstone belt of northwest Ontario.  
Kodiak has made a significant new gold discovery and, at the time of our tour, had six drill rigs 
turning to the right and another in route to the project. They are well cashed up, have big 
investors behind them, good management, and a huge technical staff. I will be interested to get 
an update on their progress at the Toronto show in early October. Here’s our group at one of 
their impressive showings:
